Constitution of

Mt. Pleasant by Night
09/18/07
We are dedicated to serving the Mt. Pleasant community and student population by providing a friendly and open atmosphere for live action role-playing.

Article I

Name
This organization shall go by Mt. Pleasant by Night or MPBN for short.

Article II

Membership
Section A. Membership

1. Student Members are those members that are students at Central Michigan University. Student members may vote, hold elected office positions, and appointed positions.

2. Community members are those members that are not students at Central Michigan University. Community members may vote and hold appointed positions.

3. Guest status is available to those whom do not wish to be members, but do want to attend events. Guest cannot hold positions, elected or appointed, and may not vote. Guests do not count towards membership totals.

4. All members need to sign MPBN’s Code of Conduct and Event-Release form before participating in sponsored events. 

Section B. Membership Qualifications

1. MPBN may not discriminate on the basis of age, color, disability, gender, familial status, height, marital status, national origin, political persuasion, race, religion, sexual orientation, veteran status or weight.
2. MPBN has an open door policy all are welcome to attend.

3. Those under the age of 18 will need to get written permission from their parent or guardian to participate in organization sponsored events.

4. To be considered a member, members need to attend two MPBN sponsored events a month. 

5. Exceptions to the above can be made in the case of those members who come from out of town, need to travel an excessive distance to attend events, or submit in writing their reasons for not being able to attend the required amount of events.

6. Exceptions are also to be made in the event that during a month there are cancellations of events or school vacations or holidays that impinge on the ability of a member to attend events.

Section C. Voting Privileges

1. All members in MPBN may vote in any forum relating to MPBN, as long as they have held membership for at least one-month prior to the date in which a vote is to be held.

2. All voting events need quorum or greater of membership in attendance, in the event that quorum cannot be met, the vote shall be tabled until the next meeting/event.

3. Absentee ballots are to be sent in prior to the meeting at which the vote is to be taken and do not count towards quorum.

Section D. Termination of Membership

1. Members may voluntarily relinquish membership status by not attending two months worth of events or by submitting in writing their desire to end their membership.

2. Membership may also be terminated by a vote of no confidence with a majority of 2/3s of membership supporting the expulsion; the member being voted on should be in attendance as well. This vote shall be commenced at the beginning of a MPBN sponsored event.

3. Reasons for a vote of no confidence includes consistent violation of the code of conduct as defined by the Office of Student Life at CMU see "Code of Student Right, Responsibilities and Disciplinary Procedures: Section 3" where applicable, and the organizational Code of Conduct (see attached document).

Article III

Officers

Section A. Elected Positions

President-The president's duties include, conducting E-board meetings, maintaining a good standing in the organization, with the student body, and the community. Governing over all MPBN based business and authorization of organization funds dispersal. Maintain the library for the organization. Appoints appointed positions after E-Board approval of the candidates.

Vice President-Maintain the president's duties in the event that the President is unable to attend E-Board or MPBN business with prior notice. Assist the President as needed.

Treasurer- Maintains all records of the organizations funds and expenditures, banking, and the authorizations of organizational funds dispersal.

Secretary- Maintain the minutes of E-Board meetings and business. Maintain the membership roster. Keep the members updated on organization events. Run elections and handle absentee ballots. If a situation arises in which the current Secretary can not handle the election for any reason, (is on the ballot themselves, involved with another of the individuals on the ballot, is suspected of being biased to the voting event in question, or is unable to attend the event in question) the E-Board shall appoint a third party to handle the ballots and the election instead.

Section B. Qualifications for holding office

1. Overall GPA requirements as set by Office of Student Life are to be maintained for elected officers.

2. Members to hold office must not be on any form of academic, social, or disciplinary probation.

3. Appointed positions are open to all members to hold.

Section C. Selection of Officers

1. Elections are to take place the second week of April in the Spring Semester.

2. Quorum or greater is to be maintained for voting purposes.

3. One may nominate themselves for a given position or nominate another. All nominations need to be seconded to be eligible for the coming ballot. All nominations are to be handled and recorded by the Secretary.

4. All voting is to be done via secret ballot.

5. New officers assume the office at the beginning of the fall semester, in the instance of an officer graduating the newly elected can take the office at the time the old officer graduates (this time in office does not detract from term limitations), so that they may have time to learn the duties of their position from those who are vacating the positions. During this time old materials are to be turned over to the new officer so that records may be kept in a similar fashion from one E-Board to the next for simplification.

6. All offices have a term of one year. In the instance of vacant positions being filled, that person shall fill the position for the remainder of the term of office from which the original elected officer who vacated the position.

Section D. Filling Vacancies

1. In the event that the President can no longer hold office the Vice President shall assume the office, at which point a new Vice President shall be voted on.

2. In the event that multiple positions are vacant elections shall be held as soon as possible.

Section E. Recall of Elected Officers

1. Recall of Elected Officers shall follow the same procedures as those set down for termination of membership in Article II Section D clauses 2 and 3.

2. Additionally elected Officers can be recalled for not fulfilling their duties as set before them in Article III Section A, for consistent absence from E-Board meetings, or suspicion (with substantiated evidence) of misuse of office for personal gain or self-benefit.

3. The vote shall be a secret ballot; any officer facing recall cannot handle ballots. In the event that the secretary is being recalled, the president or a temporarily appointed person will handle the ballots.

Article IV

Advisors

Section A.

1. Any member may nominate an advisor as long as the nominee fulfills all requirements as described by the Office of Student Life.

2. Duties of the Advisor shall be as those defined by the Office of Student Life.

Article V

Meetings

Section A.

E-Board meetings shall be held weekly or bi-weekly at a time that is convenient for the E-Board.

Section B. Special meetings

1. Special meetings can be called at times of officer vacancies, officer recall, proposed amendment of the constitution, or for votes of no confidence.

2. Special meetings can be called with prior notice by the President or a petition of 1/3 of the current membership for such a meeting to take place.

3. In the event that the need of a special meeting is needed, three days notice needs to be given to allow for the notification of the membership.

Section C. Quorum

Quorum shall be (1/2)+1 of membership.

Section D. Parliamentary Authority

All E-Board meetings and business shall follow the spirit of Polly Procedure as described by Robert's Rules (see appendix A).

Article VI

Money/Funds/Property
Section A. Duties and Assessments, Initiation Fee(s)

No duties, assessments, or initiation fee(s) will be assessed.

Section B. Banking

The Treasurer shall make the banking arrangements for the organization.

Section C. Disposition of Funds in the event of Inactivation.

In the event that MPBN dissolves, all books/property will be sold/auctioned; all proceeds will go to the theater department at Central Michigan University, if no other charity is specified at the termination of the group.

Article VII

Amendments
Section A. 

Any member, at any regular meeting, may propose a written amendment, final action on which will be delayed until the next regular meeting. An affirmative vote of 2/3s of the overall membership shall be required for the adoption of the amendment.

Bylaws

Section A. Game Events

1. All events will abide by regulations as set by the Office of Student Life.

2. Each event should follow the rules as written for that games system and mechanics unless house rules are in use, in such a case it is suggested that those in attendance be made aware of them.

3. An elected officer or a current appointed E-Board representative should be in attendance at all events.

Section B. Event Managers

1. All Event Managers must abide by rules as set down in the documentation for the system they are currently running, unless they are using their own house rules, in which case it is suggested they make those attending aware of said house rules.

2. All Event Managers must abide by all rules of conduct as set by the Office of Student life at Central Michigan University, for a complete listing see "Code of Student Right, Responsibilities and Disciplinary Procedures: Section 3" where applicable, and the organizational Code of Conduct (see attached document).

3. Any member can be an Event Manager as long as they meet all membership requirements as either a student member or community member.

4. Event Managers is a volunteer position.

5. Event Managers may step down at any time of their choosing, but warning before hand would be much appreciated, so that arrangements can be made to fill the vacancy if needed.

6. Event Managers do have the right to bar individuals from their events if they view them to be disruptive to their event. Written notification to the organization describing why said individual is being barred would be appreciated.

Mount Pleasant by Night
Code of Conduct

The following Code of Conduct applies to all members of the live-action role-playing organization Mount Pleasant by Night. A breach of this Code is considered Conduct Unbecoming a Member and may result in disciplinary measures including, but not limited to, suspension of membership, loss of office, or permanent expulsion from the organization. Breaches of the Code are dealt with according to the Grievance Procedure.

1. Members will not come into physical conflict with others while participating in an MPBN event. Members will not come into physical contact unless it has been agree to beforehand.

2. All play is to be conducted in specified locations.

3. Know when to stop. When any member calls for a time-out, all action must immediately stop. Emotions often run high in the midst of role-playing and it is every player's responsibility to be able to stop before play gets out of hand.

4. Members under the age of 18 must have a signed parental consent form or have a guardian (with written notification) in attendance. Minors under the age of 14 will not be allowed in the game area. If a child must attend, parents provide the child's own entertainment (i.e. coloring books and crayons) and must supervise or find appropriate supervisor there.

5. Members will be honest in their dealings with the organization.

6. Members will use proper discretion in the discussion of game material in a matter that will not cause public unrest.

7. Members may not carry any instrument that may be construed as a dangerous weapon while participating in an MPBN event. No props can be used if they must touch another person to be effective. No real or toy weapons of any sort can be handled at any time during live storytelling.

8. Members will not, in reality, threaten or harass others while participating in an MPBN event, over electronic messages, or on web pages.

9. Members will not, in reality, promote or denigrate personal, political, or religious viewpoints while participating in an MPBN event.

10. Members will be courteous and respectful, and not spread false or derogatory information about other members.

11. Members will not create or support ill feeling against other role-playing, gothic horror, live action fan clubs, games, or other groups.

12. Office bearers and members of the organization must make every effort to work with other office bearers and members in a harmonious and constructive manner. The organization recognizes that not all members will get along with each other, but office bearers and members have a responsibility to treat each other with respect.

13. Members will not cause or participate in any illegal activity as defined by municipal, state, federal, university, and MPBN while participating in an MPBN event.

14. Members will not misrepresent the organization or its intent at any time.

15. Members will not participate in MPBN events while under the influence of alcohol or illegal substances.

The undersigned further agrees to hold harmless and indemnify said Registered Student organization, its Executive Board, and Storytellers, for any liability sustained by said organization as the result of the negligent, willful, or intentional acts of said participant, including expenses incurred attendant there to. 

Only participant needs to sign if 18 years of age or older. If participant is under 18, both parents must sign unless parents are separated or divorced, in which case the custodial parent must sign.
